6. No live bait allowed except in the upper lake, streams are reserved for fly fishing only.  No fishing off lodge porch.
7. The club is closed on Mondays.  The log cabin dining room is open for lunch Tuesday through Saturday from 11:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.   Sunday Brunch (a la carte) is served 11:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.  Dinner is served Tuesday through Saturday 5:30 pm to 9:00 pm.  Reservations are strongly suggested and should be made for the time you plan to dine not the time you plan to arrive at the club.
8. Pine Lake Trout Club is a non-smoking facility.
